  6th – 9th Criminal Damage: Safety matting on the floor of the play park was ripped up and thrown around causing damage. (KN/13/404) 

Cllr Real felt this was not a true reflection of the crime in Colyton as a local resident had reported a crime in action and although the police attended the crime was never recorded.

A Hillhead resident spoke against the Mounthill development of affordable housing and asked why the residents were not invited to the site meeting and how many councillors were present at it?

Another Colyton resident also asked why the decision was not brought back into a public session and if the grant funding and the timetable for it was putting the Council under pressure?

Cllr A Parr responded, explaining the planning deadline & reiterating that the grant funding was not a consideration for the Council.

Report from County Councillor
The Cty Cllr reported that the Leader of the County Council had written to Mr Eric Pickles to very strongly object to the cuts to the county budget funding which as it stands will mean an end to the services as we know them. She went on to say that Social Services would probably be the only service provided. The Council is moving into a critical area of providing what they have to rather than what they would want to provide.

She had attended a Highways methodology meeting, which was very interesting & informative.

Cllr Parr reiterated the concerns expressed by the County Council over the funding from Government & passed around a petition for all to sign, the petition stated that those signing believed that local government funding is unfair to rural settlements.


A member of the public asked Cllr H Parr if she had made a comment on the Mounthill development? Cllr Parr replied No. The application is on the agenda for discussion tomorrow afternoon.
